I grew up close to where murdered schoolboy Damiola Taylor lived. I had 54 international caps as at October 2006 and was once filmed having sex in Ayia Napa.

2pts   I made my debut for West Ham in 1996 when I was 17. In November 2000, after 127 league games, I moved to Leeds for £18m, then a British record. I have won 3 trophies - two Premierships and the Carling Cup. I made my debut for England as a substitute against Cameroon at Wembley in 1997. 

1pt    Les Ferdinand is my cousin and my brother Anton plays for the Hammers. In July 2002 I signed for Manchester United for £29.1m, becoming the most expensive British footballer in history, and the world’s most expensive defender. I famously missed a drugs test and received an eight month ban.
